Any person who is at least 12 years old AND who is born 

on or after January 1, 1985 is required to possess a valid 

Snowmobile Safety Certificate in order to operate a 

snowmobile on public trails, lands or frozen waters.  

Students can take the class when they are 11 years old 

however they cannot drive a snowmobile in WI until they 

turn 12.  You must carry the certificate while riding and 

you must display it to a law enforcement officer when 

requested.  All snowmobilers under age 16 must obtain 

certification in a classroom certification course. Other 

forms of certification (CD ROM) are only available to 

persons 16 years of age and up.

Do people actually think 
the police will be FASTER than six minutes to 
arrive in time to stop some thing like a home 
invasion? No way. Not that these things get 
reported, but the headline would look more 
like:  
"One squad car arrived at the home 17 
minutes after the 9 -1-1 call was placed, but 
the assailants had already gained entry and 
stabbed to death t he home owner, his wife, 
and their three kids."  
 
Six minutes. Had the shooter not given up so 
quickly and brought more ammo, he would

Six minutes!! If NOTHING else is learned from 

this, I pra y that what IS learned is that Police 
are NOT here to protect  and stop crime. 
They are here to maintain order, and for post -
incident management. Even if they were here 
to somehow prevent things that happen in less 
than a minuteôs time, there are far too few of 
them to be effective.  
A large society is NOT meant to function solely 
by the protection of a police force. People 
HAVE to start accepting the responsibility 
of their own safety.  That's the way it has 
ALWAYS been, and that's the way it SHOULD 
be. If so meone wants to leave their own lives 
out on the clothes line, in the wind, that's fine. 
But these people who probably had their 
families, and kids at that mall.... people who 
every day take their families out in public 
hoping , and playing the odds  that not hing 
bad will happen need to wake up . Children 
CANNOT protect themselves. As a parent, it IS 
YOUR JOB. 
Six minutes. A lot can happen in six minutes. A 
lot more can happen in 13 minutes, which is 
New York City's average response time. Still 
more can happen in the 25 -  40 minutes that it 
normally takes to respond to rural calls.  
Six Minutes...  That's why I carry.

Baldwin Range Operations suspended: 

The range located at Baldwin was closed by the St. Croix 

Circuit Court on Wed. Dec. 12
th
, 2007.  The range was 

enjoined from any further shooting until such time as the 

court approves a plan to remodel the range to contain all 

projectiles as the evidence showed that projectiles were 

leaving the property.  This range is open to the public and is 

currently operated by the CSCRG (Central St. Croix Rod & 

Gun Club) and used by five different law enforcement 

organizations (Baldwin, Woodville, Prescott, Ellsworth and 

Hammond).   

 

 

 

 



  

 

 
 

 

 

 

 
 



 

The testimony was such that the neighbors complained to 

the club about projectiles endangering the community and 

neighbors.  The former leadership of the club turned a deaf 

ear to their complaints and considered themselves 

untouchable.  The neighbors then went to the town, county 

zoning and the sheriffôs department for help.  Finally, they 

were left with no alternative but to sue to shut down the 

range. 

 

During the lawsuit, the club offered to make numerous 

upgrades, however, the neighbors refused to consent to 

settle the suit along these terms as they did not believe that 

the club could prove that they could contain the lead and 

bullets.  The neighbors continued on to trial and convinced 

the judge that they were in peril and he suspended shooting 

at the club unless the range can be proven to meet 

acceptable standards which contain their projectiles.  That 

will cost a lot of money to make the improvements. 

 

Complicating the matter is the subject of adverse 

possession which the plaintiff asserts.  That would be 

another separate trial to establish the ownership of the 

property in question.  By Certified Survey the land belongs 

to the Gun Club.  Barry Serier, the plaintiff and adjoining 

property owner, asserts that land has been used and 

maintained as recreation land for more than 21 years and 

therefore he asserts ñadverse possession ñ(ownership of the 

land without having to buy it).  The land in question is a 

ñdrop zoneò for the trap range.   That problem, however, 

can no doubt be overcome by building a proper range/berm 

arrangement that will contain the projectiles within the 

existing property not in dispute.   

 

This suspension of operations should be a ñwake-upò call to 

all range operators.  In just not so distant history we have 

witnessed the following range closures; Nor-Lake at 

Hudson, DNR Cylon-marsh range, New Richmond Armory 

and now the Baldwin range.  This all could have been 

avoided had the club taken a pro-active approach with their 

lead containment, a friendly ïopen relationship with their 

neighbors and most importantly, a benefit to the 

surrounding community by providing community activities 

like youth programs, womenôs programs and safety and 

training programs, not to mention law enforcement  



relations.

Nationally 

recognized experts will be on hand to discuss various topics 

facing shooting ranges in the state.  I strongly urge all 

members to attend that seminar (free of charge) as well as 

the other seminars that day.
