Baldwin Range Operations suspended: By Lee 

Christianson, past President Central St. Croix Rod & Gun, 

Baldwin Wisconsin. 

I take some exception to report’s on the Baldwin Club that 

we 'turned a deaf ear' to the neighbors.   

Over the years from '96 on, and it's in the club's minutes, 

we tried and tried to appease these 'neighbors' as much as 

possible.  We agreed via the conditional use permit at 

Zoning, to only allow shooting from 8:00 am - 9:00 pm., 

even though we can legally shoot from 6:00 am - 11:00 

pm.  We constructed the berm to the specifications 

presented to us by the Town of Eau Galle board; the 

chairman was Don Rodel (now one of the plaintiffs) and 

HE agreed to the specs, the construction AND the final 

result, all noted in the Town's minutes.  

The neighbors complained of noise, so the board obtained a 

decibel reader and took readings all around the club, and on 

the neighbors' driveways AND near their homes.  In the 

notes it reads that 'there was great cooperation by the 

neighbors' in helping us with noise levels. The levels were 

all less than normal passing traffic, not exceeding 77 (IIRC) 

at their doorsteps.  A neighbor to the north complained 

more, so the club erected and spent tons of money on 

another berm to the north; high enough to nearly prevent a 

glimpse of the property and buildings.  The church 

complained of noise and asked that the club suspend 

shooting during services. The club graciously agreed. The 

pastor was one of the plaintiff's witnesses.  

  

The club, around 2001, built extensive target backstops by 

using old tires topped and filled with sand.  Barrels filled 

with sand were placed in front and targets applied to them. 

Properly used, no projectiles can leave the rifle range. 

The neighbors asked in a written letter to have the club hold 

only 3 shooting events/year.  Again, we agreed to that; 

having two turkey shoots and one Indianhead shoot per 

year. 

In short, whatever they asked for they got.  But as it is with 

anti-range/anti-gunners, it's never enough.  We offered to

make full improvements last year; higher berms, eyebrow, 

moving the rifle range, elimination of skeet etc... Nope, not 

enough. 

So just what more could the club do???? 

You, as gun owners and range operators, must understand 

one thing:  Anti-gunners/anti-range people are NEVER 

satisfied until everything, and I mean everything, related to 

firearms goes away.   

  

Bottom line, appeasement NEVER works; you just give 

them the upper hand by agreeing to die a slow death by a 

thousand cuts.  Anyone who thinks we didn’t do our best to 

APPEASE OUR NEIGHBORS can consider all we did and 

decide for your self.  

 
 
In regard to the Court hearing:  The main projectiles 

they made reference to were (1) lead shot leaving via skeet 

range and (2) ricochets possibly from police departments.... 

When I was on the board just after skeet was built, I tried to 

convince them a 'screen' was needed on the south end of the 

skeet low house, high enough to keep shot within the 

grounds.. It would have needed to be about 30 feet high.  I 

got as far as getting the used telephone poles delivered to 

the club to be used as the fence poles.. These things are 40-

45 footers; plenty high enough for the screen.. And, 

because they'd sit atop an already-in-place berm that's about 

10+ feet high, it would screen everything with the 

exception of station 8, low house.  For that we would have 

to come up with a dedicated screen for that station.  That 

should be doable according to the NRA. 

  

Also, many times during the meetings some of us would 

bring up the possibility that we would have to go to a 

'closed' range; open only when a supervisor or a range-

master was on the premises to keep fools from shooting at 

non-conforming targets (cans, old clay targets, etc.)..  We 

brought in the security system AND sent notices to ALL 

members that the cameras were to help enforce proper 

shooting.  Any member caught on camera shooting 

improperly would have their membership terminated 

immediately.  That's the main problem: shooters not doing 

what they're supposed to.  I caught two guys one day 

shooting at plastic water/pop bottles set up about 50' in 

front of the rifle benches, ON THE GROUND!!  The  



creases in the soil from bullets were everywhere.  I had 

them stop, pack up their rifles, clean up the area and their 

membership status would be decided at the very next 

meeting.  Until then, they were to stay off the range.  The 

next meeting the other members were shown the damage to 

the soil via bullet paths and these two clowns' memberships 

were toast. 

 
Also, frankly, the police departments aren't the best either. 

They like to set up their targets on the trap drop fields.  

Problem is, the type of bullets they use makes for very 

good probability of ricochets. 

  

Bottom line, the range IMHO will have to go to a 

supervised range.  Maybe open 2 days a week for anyone 

who wants to do sighting in or load work..  Problem is, this 

is going to happen to ALL ranges very soon.. Many cannot 

afford to do this or will not have the personnel available.  

Relying on 'volunteers' just won't cut it.  They'll have to be 

paid. This will raise the shooting rates and/or membership 

fees by a fair margin.  Couple this with the cost of clay 

birds rising and the days of inexpensive shooting are over. 

  

At the same time, I frankly think these 'neighbors' have 

done a good job of getting together and ensuring their 

stories are in harmony.  I also think much of this finding of 

bullets has more to do with “seeding” evidence than any 

real problem. But the law is clear: Any projectile leaving 

the range can be called a trespass. So let's take this further. 

Just HOW can any hunter (deer, squirrel, rabbit, fox, 

whatever) positively guarantee that any missed shot will 

result in that spent bullet staying within the hunting area?  

Maybe it went on an adjoining field. Did they have 

'permission' to allow that bullet to land there? 

  

This is serious, serious stuff here. People like the plaintiffs, 

even though they say they're 'hunters' (yeah, right), may 

very well, via the courts, get all hunting shut down.  It's 

their goal.  Eliminate hunting, eliminate target shooting, 

guns will go away.   

  

Think I'm far out?  Think again and thank you for your 

support.

Last week the Department of Health and Family Services 

sent out an informational packet that had Social Security 

numbers printed on mailing labels. This week the 

Wisconsin Department of Revenue (DOR) mailed tax 

documents with Social Security numbers visible on the 

envelopes. DOR is claiming that this mistake was due to a 

“printing misfold.”  

Wisconsin state government is clearly having serious 

problems protecting citizens’ personal information. It is 

unacceptable for agencies to send out mailings with 

personal information displayed on the envelopes.  

Next week the Assembly Committee on Consumer 

Protection and Privacy is holding a public hearing to 

directly question the Secretaries of DHFS and DOR. I look 

forward to hearing what steps these departments are taking 

to ensure that this mistake will not happen again.
