Teach Freedom, “FRIENDS OF NRA” AT WORK

The Central St Croix Rod and Gun Club, (CSCRG) better
known as t he “hdd edeicedaicheck fera r
$35000 dollars to help make the needed improvements that
are required by court order before they can reopen the
Range.

This money has been rai se
across the State similar to the one held every September at
the Valley House which is located about six miles north of
Hudson on Highway 35. This is just one of the many great
projectspartial 'y or fully funded

The old range dates back to the early 1950's. It had been
the home for recreation and training for many local citizens
and police departments. 5-different small town police units
had relied on this location to conduct their State mandated
proficiency qualification training. It also has been the
training site of many youth programs including the
Wisconsin DNR Hunter Safety, youth trap shooting, rifle,
pistol shooting, and hunter sight in days. The Club also
hosted annual Trap/Skeet leagues and competitions for
local citizens.

In addition to the shooting sports, club members have been
involved with training youth, in mandated DNR safe
operation of ATV & Snowmobiles, although not at the
range, as the club house is too small. For many years this
range has been used to benefit countless Baldwin area
citizens and organizations primarily in the safe and fun use
of firearms.
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Feel more optimistic about your
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They have completed massive berm work during the Fall of
2008. However, prior to reopening the rifle and pistol
ranges bullet catchers need to be constructed at the top of
the berms in addition to shooting shelters and baffles. Itis
hoped that these two ranges can be in operation by early
summer of 2009.

Because the soil at the Range has an underlying rock core
near the surface they do not have sufficient dirt to construct
the required berm that is needed for the trap field. If you
know anyone with dirt and in need of a place to put it
contact Mark VVobjada or Dave North at 715-977-0546 or
715-684-3603.

The club is also under court order to have trained Range
Safety Officers on duty during all shooting operations. One
NRA “Range Safety Officer
conducted with more to follow.
