BI D REQUEST FOR CLUBHOUSE REPAIRS 

The Board is seeking bids/proposals for repair of 
the exterior of the clubhouse building and trap 
& skeet houses. 

The scope of the work should include: 

CLUBHOUSE 

Sandblasting/other methods of removing all loose 
paint from all areas needing removal. 

Painting (2 coat min) of all exterior walls 

Installing flashing on windows and doors where 
determined to be inadequate 

Tuck pointing west wall chimney as needed 

Tuck pointing south wall chimney below soffit line 
of roof @ chimney. Removal & capping south 
chimney to a point below soffit line. 

Clean and caulk all  nonstructural cracks in mortar 
joints and block faces. 

TRAP & SKEET HOUSES 

Skeet 1 & 2 low houses: 

Repour floor 4”to 5” higher than existing elev. 
including exterior landing. 

Cut off bottom of door to match final elev. 

Repair /replace top course of exterior wall and roof 

Skeet 1 & 2 high houses: 

Same floor/landing/door proposed as @ skeet 1 

Replace top courses of exterior walls as determined 
by on site review @ demolition 

Replace roof 

Replace interior wood frame floor & ladder @ 
upper floor level. Provide necessary imbeds during 
exterior wall replacement. 

Trap houses 

Repair exterior walls & roofs as needed.
