(The pistol range will be open for rapid fire practice on
SUNDAY's ONLY after 12:00pm.) Cost on event day is $5
per round. Cash prize payback. 1st place gets 40%, 2nd
place gets 20%, and 3rd place gets 10%.. The game consists
of shooting down all the bowling pins in the shortest
amount of time.

Bowling Pin Shoot Rules: -Eye and ear protection required.
—No loaded weapons until Range Officer directs. — Score
will be an average of three rounds shot. — Time stops when
table cleared or 30 sec elapsed. —10 round max in first mag.
—No FMJ (full metal jacket) ammao allowed due to ricochet
possibilities. —Barrel must touch table until start signal
given. —No handling of firearms when someone is down
range or in front of the firing line. —Table will be 4 x 8 feet
and pins will be set 16 inches on center & 1 foot from front
edge. —Pins must completely clear the table for the timer to
stop. —Tie shoot off will be the fastest table cleared. —
Classes will be revolver and auto. No caliber restrictions.
Pins will be shot at a distance of 25 feet. You can shoot as

Flag Day — June 14

On June 14, 1777, the Continental Congress proposed that
the United States have a national flag instead of the British
Union Jack. The 13 stars of the flag represented the 13 new
states. There were few public ceremonies honoring the
Stars and Stripes until 1877, when, on June 14, it was flown
from every government building in honor of the centennial
of the adoption of a national flag. Schools had unfurled
American flags over their doors or outside the buildings
long before this; but in 1890, North Dakota and New Jersey
made a law that required their schools to fly the flag daily.
The first official Flag Day was observed in Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania in 1893. New York also proclaimed June 14
as Flag Day 1897. Other states were slow to follow. Some
people thought that the day was too close to Memorial Day
and Independence Day. In August 1949, President Harry S.
Truman proclaimed June 14 as Flag Day. Since then the
President proclaims the commemoration yearly, and
encourages all Americans in the country to display the Stars
and Stripes outside their homes and businesses. (Source:

Changes: South Fork and St. Croix Central dropped out of
the league. Amery has joined the league. This gives the
league 9 teams. A new rule was made awarding the date of
choice and a “single club shoot” to the club with the most
“away” shooters the prior year. Brill won last year with
155 away scores (we had 77, way up from the year
before!). Brill chose the first week.

The ‘North versus South shoot” was dropped due to lack of
participation.
The ‘Last shoot rule’ from 2/26/03 was clarified:
1) ‘last shoot’ means last regular shoot, not north/south
2) If you are shooting for the first time in the current
year, and are not shooting for the host club, your
score will not be counted in the top seven for your
club, used in the team vs. team competition. It will
be counted as an ‘away’ score for your club.
The reason for the rule was and is concern that a club
would bring in “ringers” for the last shoot and win a contest
they wouldn’t have otherwise.
So all of you ' Ringers
the fearful ones can take their beatings more regularly.

While the league is a competition between clubs, shooters
should not feel intimidated at all — new shooters, old hands,
all are welcome. Clubs get credit not only for the highest 7
scores, but also for number of ‘away’ shooters — shooters
who travel to other clubs.

There is no limit to the number of shooters that travel for a
club — You can participate in any or all shoots...

Prices are set by league rules at $8.00 for adults, $3.00 for
juniors, for 50 targets — a great deal. Juniors are shooters
who are 17 or younger on June 8™

Trophies are given out at the end of the year for winners in
Junior, Ladies, Seniors (65 on June 8), and all others.

The ‘second 50°. Shooters may also shoot a second 50 bird
round. This enters them in a second, 100 bird league for a
separate set of trophies at the end of the season. If the
‘second 50’ 1s shot at an away shoot, it also counts as an
additional ‘away’ shooter for the club! This can really
help clubs that do not have large numbers of shooters who
are willing to shoot at other clubs.
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Shoots start by 9 AM. In all cases shooters must be signed
up by 4:00 PM.

Maps to away clubs will be available at the club bar before
each shoot.

Teaching Freedom: By Dave Deal:

As a Federal Firearms License holder, | was asked to
answer some questions that members have. The intent is to
post the questions and answers in the monthly newsletter
for all to read. Members and non-members alike are
welcome to submit their questions. Questions can be
related to the process of buying or selling firearms, firearms
in general, or whatever you like. (If your question is not
about guns, I will still try to find you an answer.) 1 do not
claim to be an expert on all of the laws and regulations, or
to know about every make or model of firearm, but I do
have a little experience and several resources available to
find you an answer. Now, on to our first two questions:

Q: | was at the pawn shop in <anytown> and bought a
gun. | noticed he kept a tablet with all the names addresses
and kind of gun with s/n number. Is that legal?

A: Yes. Notonly is this legal, it is mandated by Federal
Regulations. ALL Federal Firearms License holders are
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required to maintain a log of all acquisitions and
dispositions. This is commonly called the FFL’s “Bound
Book”. The ATF requires that the dealer record the
manufacturer / importer, model, serial number, action type,
and caliber of the firearm. They must also record the date
that they took possession of the firearm and the name and
address, or FFL number, of the person that they acquired it
from. When the dealer sells the firearm, they are required
to record the date transferred along with the name and
address of the person to whom it was transferred. This
Bound Book is retained by the dealer until such time as
they cease operation of their business or relinquish their
FFL. At that time, ALL records are to be turned over to the
ATF.

Q: |do not have to register a hand gun if bought from
private party, do 1?

A: NO, there is no handgun registration in W1 or MN. In
WI, private sales are not specifically addressed in Statute.
In MN, private party transfers are excluded from the
Statutory Transfer Requirements. However, in both states
you could be subject to legal and / or civil liabilities under
certain circumstances. If in doubt, selling to a resident of a
state other than your own or, selling to someone that you
don’t personally know, contact an FFL holder with the
specifics and they should be able to advise you.
