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BORDER SHOOTOUT 2008: Reminder,
The Hudson Rod, Gun and Archery Club will be putting on
our first Clay Pigeon Border Shootout. It will consist of
five person teams, representing Wisconsin and Minnesota,
competing against each other on September 7, the day
before the Packers versus Vikings season opener.
The rules of the day require each team member to shoot:

1) 4 birds of Trap Doubles

2) 5 birds of trap 16 yard
3) 5 birds of trap 25 yard
4) 5 birds of 5-stand

5) 6 birds of Skeet. Because the skeet field has 8
positions, the starting spot for each team will be
determined by drawing a number out of a hat. The
team will progress around the skeet field from that
starting position. The first team member shoots his
number of birds for that position. The next team
member picks up where the previous member left off
and shoots the number of birds for his position. This
continues around the field until all team members
have shot 6 birds.

Shooting starts at 10:00 AM on Sunday September 7, 2008.
No limit to the number of teams and this competition is
open to the public.

The cost per team with advanced registration is $35.
Registration on the day of the shoot is $45.

A tailgate lunch of brats and potato salad will be provided.

If a team wants to shoot again, the cost is $25 per round.
The winning team will have the state they are representing
and the team members names engraved on a perpetual
trophy to be displayed in our clubhouse.

Get your teams together and start practicing. This will
be a tough competition.

With the passing of former NRA President, Joe Foss, | am
reminded of a story that few know about but every
American should take heed to. Joe Foss, naturally, as a
good, realistic American, believed that the private citizen
should maintain his constitutional right to “keep and bear
arms.”

Here’s a little something to think about when you hear
those short memoried politicians and Hollywood Liberals
start talking about “gun control”.

This story originally appeared in National Federation of
Republican Assemblies. It seems that in 1960, 15 years
after the end of World War Il, Robert Menard, then
Commander aboard the USS Constellation, took part in a
meeting between U.S. Navy personnel and members of the
Japanese Defense Forces. Most of the attendees at the
meeting were World War 1l Veterans. One American took
the opportunity to inquire why, after Pearl Harbor with the
fleet crippled and the Mainland defenses in what must have
been obvious disarray — the Japanese had not simply
invaded the U.S. West Coast? Robert Menard recalled the
response of the Japanese Commander: “You are right,” he
conceded, “We did indeed know much about your
preparedness. We knew that probably every second home
in your country contained firearms. We knew that your
country actually had state championships for private
citizens (many NRA sponsored) shooting military rifles.
“We were not fools to set foot in such quicksand.”

A Step in the Right Direction for Wisconsin's Right-to-
Carry Movement! Friday, June 06, 2008

Yesterday, Thursday, June 5, Attorney General J.B. Van
Hollen (R) issued Concealed Carry Permit #1 for a retired
investigator. For some time there has been confusion in the
Badger State over whether or not law enforcement agencies
had the authority to issue permits under House Resolution
218, the Law Enforcement Officers Safety Act, which
enables off duty and retired law enforcement to carry
concealed firearms. Because of two vetoes of the
Wisconsin Personal Protection Act by Governor Jim Doyle
(D), Wisconsin is only one of two remaining states that do
not recognize some form of concealed carry for law-
abiding citizens. This issuance is a giant step forward in
the right direction for law-abiding citizens of Wisconsin to
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carry concealed firearms for self-defense. With Governor

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Update on SCCRG: Editor commentary Why should
you care about the range being shut-down? | personally
care because | have come to recognize that the wide open
spaces of America, such as the dairy farm I grew up on, are
not so wide and not so open anymore. In addition it is
crystal clear that our ranges play a key role in preserving
our liberty to keep and bear arms. Where else will our
young people learn how to use the tools and become
educated about the importance of this Liberty?

Gone are the days of shooting club’s not supporting each
other. If the remaining Clubs expect to be in operation 20-
years from now they will have to learn how to stick
together. We need to fight together with a unified front and
to recognize that an attack on one club anywhere is an
attack on all clubs everywhere.

What can you do? I’ll start with one example. Most
everyone just missed a golden education opportunity
provided free of charge by the judicial system of St. Croix
County Wisconsin. Front row seats were available for the
taking to anyone interested in witnessing the WAR
TACTICS of top notch lawyers with one goal in mind...
SHUT DOWN THE BALDWIN SHOOTING RANGE
known as the Central St. Croix Rod & Gun Club. Many
profess to care however, how many local members even
bothered to attend? How about ZERO from Hudson? That
was my reported count. Please correct me if I’'m wrong.

A fair question for each of us would be to look into the
mirror and ask “what did I do this year to educate myself so
that I might help as a volunteer to protect my range?”

If we expect this club to be here for our children and grand-
children 20-years from now we need to get involved.
“Failing to plan is planning to fail.” We need to learn from
the lessons of others. Get involved, educated and prepared
to defend in the upcoming BATTLE FOR YOUR RANGE.
What is the status of the CSCRG? The final hearing was
supposed to be, Thursday and Friday, May 22" and 23".
However that was canceled and Judge Lundell has issued a
ruling without that hearing. His ruling is very favorable for
the following reason. The people trying to close the range
wanted a ruling that would require a guarantee that no
projectiles would ever leave the property. Instead Judge
Lundell ruled that the club would have to meet a reasonable
standard in that under normal care projectiles should not
leave the property.
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While this is good news for outdoor shooting ranges we
each need to accept responsibility for safe range operation
and be vigilant toward all shooting activities. Don’t wait
for the RSO (Range Safety Officer) to be the one to correct
a marginal idea. We should be able to express our safety
concerns to each other without causing hard feelings. The
simple rule is “if in doubt...don’t do it”. Once you pull the
trigger you can never take it back.
