HOW LONG DO WE  HAVE? Submitted by Don

 This is the most interesting thing I've read in a long time. 

The sad thing about it, you can see it coming.  

 I have always heard about this democracy countdown. It 

is interesting to see it in print. God help us, not that 

we deserve it.  

   

 How Long Do We Have?  About the time our original 

thirteen states adopted their new constitution in 1787, 

Alexander Tyler, a Scottish history professor at the 

University of Edinburgh, had this to say about the fall of 

the Athenian Republic some 2,000 years earlier:  

"A democracy is always temporary in nature; it simply 

cannot exist as a permanent form of government."  

"A democracy will continue to exist up until the time 

that voters discover they can vote themselves generous 

gifts from the public treasury."  

"From that moment on, the majority always vote for the 

candidates who promise the most benefits from the public 

treasury, with the result that every democracy will finally 

collapse due to loose fiscal policy, which is always 

followed by a dictatorship."  

"The average age of the world's greatest civilizations from 

the beginning of history, has been about 200 years"  

"During those 200 years, those nations always progressed 

through the following sequence:  

1.  From bondage to spiritual faith;  

2.  From spiritual faith to great courage;  

3.  From courage to liberty;  

4.  From liberty to abundance;  

5.  From abundance to complacency;  

6.  From complacency to apathy;  

7.  From apathy to dependence;  

8.  From dependence back into bondage"  

Professor Joseph Olson of Hemline University School of 

Law, St.  Paul, Minnesota, points out some interesting facts 

concerning the 2000   Presidential election:  

Number of States won by: Democrats: 19 Republicans:  29  

Square  miles of land won by: Democrats: 580,000 

Republicans:  2,427,000  

Population of counties won by: Democrats: 127 million 

Republicans: 143 million   



Murder rate per 100,000 residents in counties won by: 

Democrats: 13.2 Republicans: 2.1  

 

Professor Olson adds: "In aggregate, the map of 

the territory Republican won was mostly the land owned 

by the taxpaying citizens of this great country.  Democrat 

territory mostly encompassed those citizens living in 

government-owned tenements and living off various forms 

of government welfare..." Olson believes the United States 

is now somewhere between the "complacency and apathy" 

phase of Professor Tyler's definition of democracy, with 

some forty percent of the nation's population already 

having reached the "governmental dependency" phase.  

If Congress grants amnesty and citizenship to twenty 

million criminal invaders called illegal's and they vote, 

then we can say goodbye to the USA in fewer than five 

years.

Bowling Pin Shoot - Saturday, August 2nd: 

10am-2pm. This event is a fun event open to the public so 

encourage your friends to get out to practice for the event. 

(The pistol range will be open for rapid fire practice on 

SUNDAY's ONLY after 12:00pm.) Cost on event day is $5 

per round. Cash prize payback. 1st place gets 40%, 2nd 

place gets 20%, and 3rd place gets 10%.. The game consists 

of shooting down all the bowling pins in the shortest 

amount of time. 

Bowling Pin Shoot Rules: -Eye and ear protection required. 

ïNo loaded weapons until Range Officer directs. ï Score 

will be an average of three rounds shot. ï Time stops when 

table cleared or 30 sec elapsed. ï10 round max in first mag. 

ïNo FMJ (full metal jacket) ammo allowed due to ricochet 

possibilities. ïBarrel must touch table until start signal 

given. ïNo handling of firearms when someone is down 

range or in front of the firing line. ïTable will be 4 x 8 feet 

and pins will be set 16 inches on center & 1 foot from front 

edge. ïPins must completely clear the table for the timer to 

stop. ïTie shoot off will be the fastest table cleared. ï

Classes will be revolver and auto. No caliber restrictions. 

Pins will be shot at a distance of 25 feet. You can shoot as 

many times as you want to pay for. Contact Dick Prescott
