ATV SAFETY CLASS TO BE OFFERED 

Town of Hudson, Gerald Martell, a Wisconsin DNR 

Certified ATV Safety Instructor, invites all individuals 

interested in recreational ATV riding to enroll in a 

Wisconsin ATV Safety Course.  The course will be offered 

Tuesday, September 9
th

 through Thursday, September 11
th
, 

starting at 6:15 p.m. at the Hudson Rod and Gun Club, 285 

Krattley Lane. The course is sponsored by the St. Croix 

County Trail Riders ATV Club (www.sccatv.org). 

 

Anyone is welcome to attend, there is no maximum age, 

and parents and adults are also encouraged to enroll and 

participate.  ATV safety education certification is required 

for all riders (residents and nonresidents) who are at least 

12 years old and born on or after January 1, 1988. 

 

The course fee is $10.00 per person, which covers all 

necessary materials.  The course will be covered over 3 

days, 2 hour sessions, for a total of 6 hours.  To pre-

register, or additional questions, please contact Gerald 

Martell at 715-386-5582.   

 

The course  will cover ATV safety features, pre-ride 

inspections, basic riding skills, safety features, protective 

gear, rules and regulations, ethics, responsibility, and 

handling outdoor emergencies.  Persons successfully 

completing the course will receive an ATV safety 

certificate. 

 

Federal Law Enforcement Officers Safety Act of 2004:  
This Act was signed into law by President Bush for the 

purpose of enabling active and retired law enforcement 

officers to carry a concealed weapon while off-duty.  (of 

the type they used while on the force)  The intent of this 

Act is to enhance safe communities by stopping criminals.

NEWARK, N.J.  -  An off-duty Newark police officer 

shot and seriously wounded a man who tried to rob him at 

gunpoint Thursday night, police said. 

A police spokesman declined to release the name of the 

officer, but police sources told The Star-Ledger of Newark 

that the same officer had been involved in another shooting 

on Christmas Day, when he killed a would-be carjacker… 

 

According to our top Wisconsin law enforcement official, 

Attorney General J.B. Van Hollen, “Make no mistake about 

it, federal law permits law enforcement agencies to issue 

permits to those persons who qualify.”   

Under the Act, Sheriffs and Chiefs of Police have the 

authority to issue the permits for active members of their 

agency.  They also have the authority to issue concealed 

carry permits to retired officers who qualify. “Among the 

requirements to qualify, a (retired officer) needs to have 15 

years experience, needs to pass an annual firearms 

certification and needs to be honorably retired.  The permit 

must be issued from the agency from which the law 

enforcement officer retires.” 

(Sheriff’s in the Counties of Dane, Lincoln and Racine 

have implemented a program.) 

 

Teach Freedom: By David Deal, Midwest Firearms 

Specialties. 

As an FFL holder, I was asked to answer some questions 

that members have.  The intent is to post the questions and 

answers in the monthly newsletter for all to read.  Members 

and non-members alike are welcome to submit their 

questions.  Questions can be related to the process of 

buying or selling firearms, firearms in general, or whatever 

you like.  (If your question is not about guns, I will still try 

to find you an answer.)  I do not claim to be an expert on all 

of the laws and regulations, or to know about every make 

or model of firearm, but I do have a little experience and 

several resources available to find you an answer.  Now, on 

to your questions; 

 

Q: Can someone who is not a citizen of the US but here 

legally on a Green Card for over 40 years buy a weapon? 

Or can they legally own a weapon if purchased privately? 

  



A:  In researching this, I started with the ATF web site and 

their FAQ section.  In there, they gave an example that 

answers your question.  The question and answer are pasted 

below.   

 

 

(R7) I have a "green card" and have lived in (State) for 

several years. Am I prohibited from purchasing 

firearms and ammunition from an FFL in (State of 

Residence)?  
As long as you are not otherwise prohibited from 

purchasing or possessing firearms and ammunition (for 

example, a felon), Federal law does not prohibit you from 

purchasing or possessing firearms or ammunition. 

However, you will need to put your alien number or 

admission number on the Form 4473 and provide the FFL 

with documentation establishing you have resided in Texas 

for more than 90 consecutive days preceding the 

transaction. Moreover, you must make sure there are no 

State or local restrictions on such a purchase.  

To purchase a firearm from a dealer, the Resident Alien 

must present their Green Card and proof of their residency 

in the state in which they are purchasing the firearm.  To do 

this, three months of utility bills, in their name and to the 

same address, would be considered proof of residency.  

Given this information, the next thing to address is the 

Wisconsin Statutes.  The State of Wisconsin does not 

prohibit ownership of firearms by “Legal Resident Aliens”.  

Since the 4473 and the Federal NICS requirement are only 

for dealers, a Resident Alien may purchase a firearm from a 

private party as long as they are not otherwise prohibited 

from possessing a firearm. (Felony, Misd Domestic 

Assault, etc.)  

 

 

 

 



  

 
 

 
 



 

Q:  Dave, I just moved from Texas to Hudson, WI.  I also 

joined the Hudson rod and gun club, my question is.  I 

brought with me a whole bunch of hand guns. Do I have to 

register them with the local police department?  

My second question is. If I see somebody hanging around 

my property late at night trying to break in, or trying to get 

into my car, can I shoot?  In Texas we shoot first ask 

questions later. At what point are you justified to shoot at 

the intruder? 

 

A: The State of Wisconsin does not have any Firearms 

Registration requirement so you do not need to register 

your handguns with the local police department or any 

other authority.   

 

Your second question contains two parts.  I will respond to 

the last part of your second question, At what point are you 

justified to shoot at the intruder?, because the answer to the 

second part should actually answer both parts.  To answer 

this question, we need to go to the Wisconsin Statutes that 

cover use of deadly force. The chapter that covers this is 

939.48, Self-defense and defense of others.  Parts of the 

statute are inserted below for those that do not have internet 

access but, if you do have access, please follow this link to 

see the entire contents of the statute.

939.48 Self-defense and defense of others.  939.48(1) (1) 

A person is privileged to threaten or intentionally use force 

against another for the purpose of preventing or terminating 

what the person reasonably believes to be an unlawful 

interference with his or her person by such other person. 

The actor may intentionally use only such force or threat 

thereof as the actor reasonably believes is necessary to 

prevent or terminate the interference. The actor may not 

intentionally use force which is intended or likely to cause 

death or great bodily harm unless the actor reasonably 

believes that such force is necessary to prevent imminent 

death or great bodily harm to himself or herself. 

939.48(4)   (4) A person is privileged to defend a 3rd 

person from real or apparent unlawful interference by 

another under the same conditions and by the same means 

as those under and by which the person is privileged to 

defend himself or herself from real or apparent unlawful  

http://www.legis.state.wi.us/statutes/Stat0939.pdf


interference, provided that the person reasonably believes 

that the facts are such that the 3rd person would be 

privileged to act in self-defense and that the person's 

intervention is necessary for the protection of the 3rd 

person. 
 

So, what exactly does this mean?  You may use force to 

defend yourself or another from a reasonable threat of 

danger.  To justify use of a firearm, you must “reasonably 

believe” that the person intends to cause you or another 

death or great bodily harm.  You can NOT use a firearm to 

protect your money or property, only human life.  The 

statute goes on to explain that you may not be allowed to 

defend yourself if you provoked an attack thru unlawful 

actions.  What this does is block that intruder with a gun 

from claiming self defense if he returns fire.      

 

Now, for the reason that the first part of your question was 

not a simple “no”.  Let’s say you observe someone 

breaking into your house or car, and your spouse, children, 

or any other person is inside, and you “Reasonably 

Believe” that the intruder will cause them death or great 

bodily harm.  In this situation you are justified to shoot the 

intruder.
