WISCONSIN:  Bill Seeks to Make Animal Abuse Equal to 

Domestic Abuse!  Introduced by State Senators Fred Risser 

(D-26), Tim Carpenter (D-3), and Julie Lassa (D-24), 

Senate Bill 162 seeks to make "harm or threat of harm" to 

an animal a form of domestic abuse, potentially meaning 

the loss of one's Second Amendment rights.

Wisconsin Circuit Court Sides With Gun Owners! 

Today, the 31 st  Circuit Court of Milwaukee 
County ruled that the Concealed  Carry 
Weapons (CCW) statute was unconstitutional 
as applied to a particular defendant --  in this 
case, a pizza delivery driver who carried a gun  



for self -defense on the job, after being robbed 
repeatedly in a high crime area.    
 

Andres Vegas is a pizza de livery driver and has 
been robbed and mugged while attempting to 
deliver a pizza on four different occasions.   The 
first time was in March of 2005.   The second 
time was July 14, 2006, when Vegas was 
attacked and threatened at gunpoint.   Vegas, 
armed with a  firearm, exercised his 
constitutional right of self -defense and shot 
one of the assailants.   Vegas  
 

was not charged with the crime of carrying 
concealed and was ruled as acting in self 
defense.   Not only was his firearm confiscated 
at the time of arrest, but it was never 
returned.   He was subsequently told by the 
prosecuting District Attorney that if he were to 
use a firearm in self -defense again he would be 
prosecuted.  
 
On September 13, 2006, an unarmed Vegas --  

acting under the orders of the District Att orney 
to avoid prosecution --  was robbed, beaten, 
and sprayed with pepper spray by three 
assailants.   Consequently Vegas went out and 
purchased another firearm.   On January 4, 
2007, Vegas was again attempting to deliver a 
pizza when two men approached him and 
pointed a gun in his face.   This time, he 
responded by again exercising his right to self -
defense and shot his assailant in the hip.   

Vegas then secured his assailantôs firearm 
along with his, placed them both on the roof of 
his car, dialed 911, and wa ited for the police to 
arrive.   The DA determined that he acted in 
self defense, but he was subsequently charged 
with CCW for the moments before he was 
assaulted and defended.  
 
Even though this charge was brought forward 
by the DAôs office, the court has ruled in favor 
of Vegas, saying:  

  

 

 



  

 

 
 

 

 

 

 
 



 

ñThis Court is not convinced that there are any 
reasonable alternatives that would have 

secured Vegasô safety.  Vegas' concealed 
weapon has most likely saved his life on 
several occasions; this the State cannot 
ignore.   The State has conceded that Vegas did 
not have an unlawful purpose for conceal ing a 
weapon.   Given the totality of the 
circumstances, this Court is satisfied that the 
Defendant has affirmatively answered the two -
prong analysis as outlined in Hamdan and 
Fisher and thus grants the Defendantôs motion 

to dismiss.ò   
This is a giant step  forward in the battle for 
Right - to -Carry in Wisconsin.   This court ruling 
will likely lead to future citizens exercising their 
right to self -defense by carrying concealed 
firearms.   Unfortunately this will likely lead to 
subsequent prosecutions, but this circuit court 
ruling will become a perfect example of law -
abiding citizens' need for concealed firearms 
for protection against crime, especially in high 

crime areas such as Milwaukee.  

 

NWA Capt. Clarence Prevost to Receive ALPA 

Presidential Citation 

Retired NWA Capt. Clarence Prevost will receive an ALPA 

Presidential Citation next month for outstanding work in 

aviation security. Capt. Prevost will be honored due to his 

efforts in identifying and ensuring federal law enforcement 

action that resulted in the apprehension of Zacarias 

Moussaoui, the convicted al-Qaeda terrorist known as ñThe 

20th Sept. 11 hijacker.ò  

 

Performing duties as a Boeing 747 simulator and ground 

school instructor, Capt. Prevost immediately grew 

concerned upon meeting Moussaoui and on his own 

initiative further investigated Moussaoui. Concerned that he 

was training a future hijacker, Capt. Prevost took 

immediate action and brought his security concerns to his 

employerôs attention. Although initially rebuffed, his 

aggressive advocacy and security concerns convinced his 

corporate management to contact the Federal Bureau of  



Investigation who, in turn, arrested Moussaoui on August 

16, 2001. Capt. Prevost then provided critically important 

witness testimony during the ensuing 2006 trial that led to 

the conviction and life imprisonment of Moussaoui for his 

conspiracy involvement in the Sept 11, 2001 terrorist 

attacks on our country.  

 

Capt. Prevostôs insightful behavioral and background 

assessment, followed by his proactive efforts to ensure a 

federal law enforcement investigation, thwarted the suicidal 

hijacking intentions of his student and most likely saved the 

lives of hundreds of innocent people. 

Capt Prevost is a good example of the citizen soldier.  We 

are the first line of defense against terrorist activities.  

Because there are so many of us involved in our daily life 

and work it is the ñCitizen Soldierò who will be our best 

defense against terrorism. Not the United Nations, not the 

military, not the police.
