Open Letter to Sportsmen:  By Richard A. Pearson, 

Executive Director Illinois State Rifle Association.

Fellow Sportsman, 

Hello, my name is Rich Pearson and I have been active in 

the firearm rights movement for over 40 years. Forthe past 

15 years, I have served in the Illinois state capitol as the 

chief lobbyist for the Illinois State Rifle Association. 

I lobbied Barack Obama extensively while he was an 

Illinois State Senator.
